The natural beauty of the Village ard the forward-
thinking contirmum of care attracted Jom and Jean
tQ Warm Hearth. They moved to the Villagpin
2000 settling in among the trees in Dogwood

now fram his apartment at Showalter Center.

He
works with the New River Free Press on book
reviens ard is arrently finishing his draft for the
Legacy Lectures — a time capsule covering a span
of 700 years. In his presence you feel his true love
of the ewiromment and his camitment to his
profession.

He received a
Sustained Achievment award for his commitment
to preservation from the Renewable Resources
Foundation in 2001land two of his favorite honors
include a U.S. Presidential Cammendation for
Environmental Activities and a Fellow award, fram
the Association for Wamen in Science.
